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(B) Mulraiyati tenurss.—Another kind of tenure found in  the
Deoghar subdivizion i3 the weulrgiyafi tenure, which is an actifisial
e¢reation. In 1878-77, in the course of the settlement of that
subdivision by Mr. Browne Wood, 80 men, who had been recognised
a8 headmen, presented s petition Lo Government olaiming that
they were ryots having a right to transfor their holdings, and that
the cultivators under them should be recorded ss under-ryots or
korfadars with no right of ocoupancy, It was finally decided that
the memorisliste and others in a like pogition should be styled
mulraiyats; but the righte of other onltivators were tected by
the record-of-rights drawn up by the Settlement g]ﬁmr Two
oriteria wers set up for settling claims to the status of mulraiyat
